IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION
Your scooter can provide many years of
service and pleasure — if you tlake
responsibility for your own safety and
understand the challenges thalt you can
nieet on the road.

There is much that you can do to protect
yoursell when you ride. You'll {ind many
helpful recommendations throughout this
manual. Following are a few that we
consider to be most important.

Always Wear a Helmet

I's a proven fact: helmets significantly
reduce the number and severity of head
injuries. So always wear an approved
motorcycle helmet and make sure your
passenger does the same. We also
recommend thal you wear eye protection,
sturdy boots, gloves, and other profective
gear (page 2 ).

Make Yourself Easy to See

Some drivers do not see scooters hecause
they are not looking for them. To make
yourself more visible, wear bright reflective
clothing, position yourself so other drivers
can see you, signal before turning or
changing lanes, and use your horn when il
will help others notice you.

Ride Within Your Limits

Pushing the limits is another major cause of
scooler crashes. Never ride beyond your
personal abilities or f{aster than conditions
warranl. Remember that alcohol, drugs,
fatigue and Inaflention can significantly
reduce your abilily to make good
judgements and ride safely.
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Don’t Drink and Ride

Alcohol and riding don’t mix. Even one
drink can reduce your ability to respond o
changing conditions, and your reaction time
gets worse with every additional drink. So
don’t drink and ride, and don’t let your
friends drink and ride either.

Keep Your Bike in Safe Condition

For safe riding, il’s important to inspect
your scooter before every ride and perform
all recommended maintenance. Never
exceed load limits, and only use accessories
that have been approved by Honda for this
scooter, See page 5 for more details.

PROTECTIVE APPAREL

For your safety, we strongly recommend
that you always wear an approved
motorcycle helmet, eye protection, boots,
gloves, trousers, and a long-sleeved shirt or
jacket whenever you ride. Although
complete protection is not possible, wearing
proper gear can reduce the chance of injury
when you ride.

Following are suggestions to help you
choose proper gear,

AWARNING

Not wearing a helmet increases the
chance of serious injury or death in a
crash.

Be sure you and your passenger
always wear a helmet, eye protection
and other protective apparel when you
ride.

Helmets and Eye Protection

Your helmet is your most important piece of
riding gear bhecause it offers the best
protection against head injuries. A helmet
should fit your head comfortably and
securely. A brightcoloured helmet can
make you more noticeable in traffic, as can
reflective strips.

An open-face helmet offers some protection,
but a fullface helmet offers more. Always
wear a face shield or goggles to protect
your eyes and help your vision.

Additional Riding Gear

In addition to a helmet and eye protection,

we also recommend:

o Sturdy boots with non-slip soles to help
protect your feet and ankles.

o [eather gloves to keep your hands warm
and help prevent blisters, cuts, burns and
bruises.

e A motorcycle riding suit or jacket for
comfort as well as protection. Bright-
coloured and reflective clothing can help
make you more noticeable in traffic. Be
sure Lo avoid loose clothes that could get
caught on any part of your scooter.
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ALWAYS wear a helmet.
You should also wear a face shield or goggles.

Clothes should be close-filting.
Wear bright or reflective clothing.

Wear gloves.

Shoes should be closeitling, have low heels and offer ankle protection.
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LOADING AND ACCESSORIES

Your scooler has been designed to carry
you and one passenger. When you carry a
passenger, you may feel some difference
during acceleration and braking. But so long
as you keep your scooter wellmaintained,
with good tyres and brakes, you can safely
canry loads within the given guidelines.

However, excessive weight or carrying an
unbalanced load can seriously affect your
scooter's handling, braking and stability.
Non-Honda accessories, improper
modifications, and poor maintenance can
also reduce your safety margin.

The following pages give more specific
information on loading, accessories and
modifications.

Loading

How much weight you put on your scooter,
and how you load it, are important o your
safety. Anytime you ride with a passenger
or cargo you should he aware of the
following information.

AWARNING

Overloading or improper loading can
cause a crash and you can be
seriously hurt or killed.

Follow all loading guidelines in this
manual.
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Putting too much weight in individual storage compariments can also affect stability and
handling. So be sure to stay within the limits given below:

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Loading Guidelines

Your scooter is primarily intended for
transporting you and a passenger, You may
wish to secure a jacket or other small items
to the seat when you are not riding with a
passenger.

If you wish 1o carry more cargo, check with
your Honda dealer for advice, and be sure
to read the information regarding
accessories on page 8 .

Improperly loading your scootler can affect
its stability and handling, Even if your
scooler is properly loaded, you should ride
al reduced speeds whenever carrying cargo,

Follow these guidelines whenever you carry

a passenger or cargo:

e Check that both tyres are properly
inflated (page32).

eTo prevent loose items from creating a
hazard, make sure the center
compartment is closed and that any other
cargo is securely tied down before you
ride away.

e Place cargo weight as close 1o the center
of the scooter as possible.

¢ Balance cargo weight evenly on both
sides.
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Accessories and Modifications
Modifying your scooter or using non-Honda
accessories can make your scooter unsafe,
Before you consider making any
modifications or adding an accessory, be
sure to read the following information.

AWARNING

Improper accessories or modifications
can cause a crash in which you can be
seriously hurt or killed.

Follow all instructions in this owner’'s
manual regarding accessories and
modifications.

Accessories

We strongly recommend that you use only
Honda Genuine Accessories that have been
specifically designed and tested for your
scooter. Because Honda cannot test all
other accessories, you must be personally
responsible for proper selection, installation
and use of non-Honda accessories. Check
with your dealer for assistance and always
follow these guidelines:

e Make sure the accessory does not
obscure any lights, reduce ground
clearance and banking angle, limit
suspension lravel or steering travel, alter
your riding position or iterfere with
operating any controls.

e Be sure electrical equipment does not
exceed the scooter’s electrical system
capacily (page 131 ). A blown fuse can
cause 4 loss of lights or engine power.
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o Do not pull a trailer or sidecar with your Modifications
scooter. This scooter was not designed We strongly advise you not to remove any
for these attachments, and their use can original equipment or modify your scooter
seriously impair your scooter’s handling. in any way that would change its design or
operation. Such changes could seriously
impair your scooter’s handling, stability and
braking, making it unsafe to ride.

Removing or smodifying your lights,
mufflers, emission control system or other
equipment can also make your scooter
illegal.

BRAKES

Combined Brake System (CBS)

(WW 1258 only)

This scooter is equipped with a Combined
Brake System. Operating the rear brake
lever applies the rear brake and a portion of
the front brake. For full braking
effectiveness, use both the front and rear
brake lever simultaneously, as you would
with a conventional scooter braking system.

As with a conventional scooler braking
system, excessively hard application of the
brake controls may cause wheel lock,
reducing control of the scooter.

FFor normal braking, apply both the front
and rear brake lever to match your road
speed. For maximum braking, close the
throttle and firmly apply the front and rear
brake lever.

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Front Brake

This scooter has a hydraulic front disc
brake.

As the brake pads wear, the brake fluid
level drops.

There are no adjustments to perform, but
fluid level and pad wear must be ingpected
periodically. The system must be inspecied
frequently to ensure there are no fluid leaks.
If the control lever free travel becomes
excessive and the brake pads are not worn
beyond the recommended limit (page 105),
there is probably air in the brake system
and it must be bled.

Use only genuine HONDA PRE-MIX
COOLANT containing corrosion inhibitors,
specifically recommended for aluminum
engines when adding or replacing the
coolant.

Genuine HONDA PRE-MIX COOLANT is
excellent at preventing corrosion and
overheating. The effects last for up to 2
years.

The coolant should be inspected and

replaced properly by following the
maintenance schedule (page 85 ).

To safely operate your scooter, your tyres

must be the proper type and size, in good .

condition with adequate tread, and correctly
inflated for the load you are carrying. The
following pages give more detailed informa-
tion on how and when to check your air
pressure, how to inspect your tyres for
damage, and what to do when your tyres
need to be repaired or replaced.

AWARNING

Using tyres that are excessively womn
or improperly inflated can cause a
crash in which you can be seriously
hurt or kitled.

Foliow all instructions in this owner's
manual regarding tyre inflation and
maintenance.

Air Pressure

Keeping your ftyres properly inflated
provides the best combination of handling,
tread life and riding comfort. Generally,
underinfiated tyres wear unevenly,
adversely affect handling, and are more
likely to {ail from being overheated.
Overinflated tyres make your scooter ride
harshly, are more prone to damage {rom
road hazards, and wear unevenly.

We recommend that you visually check
your tyres before every ride and use a
gauge to medsure air pressure at least once
a month or any time you think the tyres
might be low.

Tubeless tyres have some self-sealing
ability if they are punclured. However,
because leakage is often very slow, you
should look closely for punctures whenever
a tyre is not {ully inflated.
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Always check air pressure when your tyres
are “cold” — when the scooter has been
parked for at least three hours. If you check
air pressure when your tyres are “warm” —
when the scooter has been ridden for even
a few miles — the readings will be higher
than if the tyres were “cold”. This is normal,
so do not let air out of the tyres to match
the recommended cold air pressures given
below. If you do, the tyres will be
underinflated.

If a tyre is punctured or damaged, you
should replace i, not repair it. As discussed
below, a tyre that is repaired, either
temporarily or permanently, will have lower
speed and performance limits than a new
tyre.

A temporary repair, such as an external
tubeless tyre plug, may not be safe for
normal speeds and riding conditions. If a
temporary or emergency repair is made to a
tyre, you should ride slowly and cautiously
to a dealer and have the tyre replaced. If
possible, you should not carry a passenger
or cargo until a new tyre is installed.

Lven if a tyre is professionally repaired with
a permanent internal patch plug, it will not
be as good as a new tyre.

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CLEANING

Clean your scooter regularly 1o protect the
surface {inishes and inspect for damage,
wear, and oil, coolant or brake fluid leakage.

Avoid cleaning products thal are not
specifically designed for scooter or
automobile surfaces.

They may comtain harsh detergents or
chemical solvents that could damage the
melal, paint, and plastic on your scooler.

If your scooter is still warm from recent
operation, give the engine and exhaust
system time Lo cool off.

We recommend avoiding the use of high

pressure water spray (typical in coin-
operated car washes).

High pressure water (or air) can damage
certain parts of the scooter.

Washing the scooter

1. Rinse the scooter thoroughly with cool
water to remove loose dirt.

2. Clean the scooter with a sponge or soft
cloth using cool water.

Avoid directing waler lo muffler outlets
and electrical parts.

3. Clean the plastic parts using a cloth or
sponge dampened with a solution of mild
detergent and water. Rub the soiled area
gently rinsing it {requently with fresh
waler.

Take care to keep brake fluid or chemical
solvents off the scooter.

Apply the polish or wax
according to the instructions on the
container.
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Removing Road Salt

Seawater can be found on the road near the
seaside. The salt in seawater causes rust.
Wash your scooter as follows after it has
run through salty water.

1. Clean the scooter using cool water (page
120 ).

Do not use warm water.
This worsens the effect of the sall.

2. Dry the scooter and the surface of the
metal is protected with the wax.
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Painted Aluminum Wheel Maintenance
Aluminum may corrode from contact with
dirt, mud, or road salt. Clean the wheels
after riding through any of these
substances. Use a wet sponge and mild
detergent. Avoid stiff brushes, steel wool, or
cleaners containing abrasives or chemical
compounds.

Afier washing, rinse with plenty of water
and dry with a clean cloth.
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STORAGE GUIDE

Extended storage, requires that you take
certain steps to reduce the effects of
deterioration from non-use of the scooter.
In addition, necessary repairs should be
made BEFORE storing the scooler;
otherwise, these repairs may be {orgotten
by the time the scooter is removed from
slorage.

1. Change the engine oil.

2. Make sure the cooling sysiem is {illed
with a HONDA PRE-MIX COOLANT.

3. Empty the fuel tank into an approved
petrol container using a commercially
available hand siphon or an equivalent
method. Spray the inside of the tank with
an aerosol rust-inhibiting oil.

TAKING CARE OF THE UNEXPECTED

IF YOU CRASH

Personal safety is your first priority after a
crash. I you or anyone els¢ has heen
injured, take time to assess the severity of
the injuries and whether it is safe to
continue riding. Call for emergency
assistance il needed. Also follow applicable
laws and regulations if another person or
vehicle is involved in the crash.

If you decide that you are capable of riding
safely, first evaluate the condition of your
scooter. If the engine is still running, turn it
off and look it over carefully; inspect it for
fluid leaks, check the tightness of critical
nuts and bolts, and secure such parts as the
handlebar, control levers, brakes, and
wheels.

If there is minor damage, or you are unsure
about possible damage, ride slowly and
cautiously. Sometimes, crash damage is
hidden or not immediately apparent, so you
should have your scooler thoroughly
checked at a qualified service facility as
soon as possible. Also, be sure to have your
Honda dealer check the frame and
suspension aller any serious crash.

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CATALYTIC CONVERTER

This scooler is equipped with a catalytic
converler.

The catalytic converter contains precious
metals that serve as catalysts, promoting
chemical reactions 1o convert the exhaust
gasses without affecting the metals.

The catalytic converter acts on HC, CO, and
NOx. A replacement unit must be an
original Honda part or its equivalent.

The catalylic converter must operate at a
high temperature for the chemical reactions
to take place. It can set on fire any
combuslible materials that come near it.
Park your scooter away from high grasses,
dry leaves, or other flammables.
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A defective catalytic converter contributes
Lo air pollution, and can impair your engine's
performarnce. Follow these guidelines to
protect your scooter’s catalytic converter.

¢ Always use unleaded petrol. Even a small
amount of leaded petrol can contaminate
the catalyst metals, making the catalytic
converter ineffective.

eKeep the engine in good running
condition.
A poorly running engine can cause the
catalytic converter to overheal causing
damage to the converter or the scooter,

oI your engine is misfiring, backfiring,
stalling, or otherwise not running
properly, stop riding and turn off the
engine. Have your scooler serviced as
soon as possible.
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
